We 
will study the social and political structure, prominent philosophies, and arts of medieval 
societies from six distinct geographical regions: the Middle East, Europe, East Asia, South Asia, 
South West Africa, and America.

- Be available to attend weekly lectures and conduct weekly office hours. 
 
- Must have attended the CEE TA orientation (offered each September). 
 
- Must be eligible to hold an academic appointment.

Readings (in translation) in medieval culture, such as 
Codes of Justinian, Confessions of Saint Augustine, Beowulf, the Nibelungenlied, The Song of 
Roland, the Summa Theologica of Thomas Aquinas, the Chronicles of Froissart, Chaucer's
